overall academic program, and a budget on how the funds will be used.

¢ Include on proposal, student number and contact information.

e A letter from a faculty supervisor who is part of the core faculty of the
Asian Institute (listed on the Asian Institute website).

Bookkeeping Issues:

e Supporting expenditure receipts will be required.
e Grant recipients will receive a T4A for filing income tax.
